She
is the holder of a Bachelor of Education (& a Certificate in Intercul-
tural Education), a Masters in International/Intercultural Education
and a PhD in Indigenous Peoples Education, all three degrees from
the University of Alberta. Previous to her position of Associate Profes-
sor in Indigenous Peoples Education at the University of Alberta, she
served for almost thirty years as a classroom teacher, a
school/systems administrator, and senior level administrator in a
northern school system. She works now with Indigenous graduate
students and Aboriginal communities.

He provides
services to the Maximum Institution in Edmonton and at the Maxi-
mum and medium institution in Prince Albert Saskatchewan.
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Lorraine Yuzicapi is from Fort Qu'Appelle, Saskatchewan. She
is a traditional Sioux Elder, a Traditional Medicine Knowledge
Keeper, a sweat lodge keeper and head lady of for her
community’s Sundance ceremony. She promotes the use of
traditional food preservation and preparation. Her session will
highlight "Traditional Foods", plus the gathering of, their
preparation along with their nutritional and medicinal value.
